I am the founder and CEO of Outside The Classroom, Inc., a company which is
now the largest provider of online alcohol prevention courses in the world. Our program,
AlcoholEdu, is used by more than 500 colleges and universities and a rapidly growing list
of close to 200 high schools. AlcoholEdu will be the most used course on the Internet
this year with more than 500,000 students completing it. An independent study published
recently showed that the students who took the program experienced 50% fewer alcohol-
related negative consequences than those who didn’t.

One person who has been paying close attention to our efforts and tirelessly
pursuing opportunities to work with us is Jeff Perrotte. I’ve never had a prison inmate
reach out to me for anything, so when Jeff originally contacted me I was both surprised
and, truthfully, impressed. I talk with a lot of people who are experts in this field, and I"d
consider myself one as well. What struck me most was Jeff’s extremely informed and
grounded approach to how he seeks to help others avoid the same problems he
confronted. My opinion is that he can be turned into a tremendous asset to the field of
alcohol abuse and drunk driving prevention.

I said this in a previous letter to the parole board in 2003, but I will say it again. I
was at first very hesitant about supporting Jeff’s parole. My organization works closely
with Mothers Against Drunk Driving, and therefore, we have no tolerance for drunken
driving. That said, we also have no tolerance for a waste of life in general. After
thinking about it and learning more about Jeff, [ started to see a real opportunity. That
opportunity being a man who is passionate and unrelenting in his pursuit to keep others
from sharing his fate. 1am not an expert in prison sentencing and I don’t pretend to offer
insights you do not already understand. But I know Jeff has the clear potential to be used
an asset in our work.

If he is released from prison, we plan to engage him in assisting us with the
promotions of our new AlcoholEdu for Youth Sanctions program (designed for first-time
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
